HOW TO GET HERE BY CAR

PLEASE READ THIS EVEN IF YOU HAVE A GPS

GPS ARE SMART BUT THEY DO NOT KNOW AS MUCH AS WE DO ABOUT
OUR OWN CITY

We are right in the centre, which is the most convenient place to visit
Granada on foot. Obviously, as any other city's centre, Granada's is just a
nightmare for drivers and free car spaces in the street are scarce. Please
note that it is not allowed to park anywhere in our street. Unfortunately,
we do not provide any advice on finding a free space where to leave your
car as it is absolutely impossible for us to know when or where a free
space will be available. Usually, Avenida de Murcia, further up from
Avenida de Madrid, as well as the streets around the bull ring (Plaza de
Toros) are a good choice, but that's all we can say. We cannot help you any
further with this.

We will instead give you directions to get to one of the two Car Parks in
the district which are the most convenient for you. For stays longer than 2
days you can get a 7 day ticket just for 42 Euros or a week-end pass for 32
Euros in a car park which is 10 minute walk from us. The week-end pass is
valid from Friday 3pm to Sunday midnight and is great for those staying
Friday and Saturday night only; otherwise the 7 day pass is more
convenient even if you are only staying three days. The name of the place
is PARKING SEVERO OCHOA, their price is unbeatable and is worth the
distance. Remember to ask for this special ticket right after parking to get
that rate. You cannot get it when you pick up your card the day you leave.
There is another car-park just 50 meters from our from door which charges
19,75 Euros per 24 hours. They don't have any special rate but if you are
staying only 2 days this one is more convenient as you will have the car a
few meters from our place.

If you have a GPS these are the addresses for the two mentioned car
parks:

THE FOLLOWING DIRECTIONS WILL DRIVE YOU FROM THE HIGHWAY TO
THE CHEAPEST CAR PARK WHICH IS A 10 MINUTE WALK FROM US OR TO
THE MORE EXPENSIVE CAR PARK IN FRONT OF US. PLEASE NOTE THAT IF
YOU WANT TO USE THE CHEAPER CAR PARK YOU HAVE TO PARK YOUR CAR
FIRST AND THEN WALK HERE. IF YOU TRY TO COME HERE FIRST IT WON'T
BE ANY EASY FOR YOU TO GO TO THE CAR PARK AFTERWARDS.
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If you are arriving by car, from whatever direction you come from,
FOLLOW THE SIGNS TO MOTRIL and/or SIERRA NEVADA. Ignore any sign
to Granada east, west, north or whatever. Just wait until you see the signs
to Motril and Sierra Nevada. This will drive you directly onto the
CIRCUNVALACION (E-902 and A-44 Ring Road). If you are already coming
from Motril then follow the signs to Jaen, Madrid, Malaga and or Sevilla. If
you are coming from the airport take the first turn off to Granada and
Santa Fe thus leaving the A-92 highway and entering the A-92G. Anyway,
once you are on the ring road (CIRCUNVALACION E-902 and A-44) MIND
THE NUMBERED JUNCTIONS and keep going until you see junction 128 to
CENTRO - MENDEZ NUNEZ. Turn off the highway there and you will get into
a round-about. If you missed the junction 128 use next exit to change
direction and go back to 128. Never use a different junction to get to our
place or you will be hopelessly lost

From the roundabout drive up to the centre towards Avenida Constitucion.
First you will see "El Corte Ingles” Shopping Centre. Then as you keep
going up you will pass a Cepsa Petrol Station (on your right), Einstein
Square (on your right) and huge NH Hotel Granada Centre (on your right)

Here you have two choices depending on which car park you want to leave
you car in.

Option 1) Directions to the cheapest car park for stays
of 3 days or longer (10 minute walk from our place):

When you pass the NH Hotel Granada centre make sure you stay on your
right and do not leave this lane. Keep going up and you will arrive at a "V"
shaped fork. Take the right lane. As soon as you enter this "V" shaped fork
you will see a kiosk on your right.

Pay a lot of attention here! Turn right IMMEDIATELY around the kiosk. Be
very careful. IT HAS TO BE EXACTLY AROUND THE KIOSK. This is not a
street but the actual entrance to the car park.

IMPORTANT: If you have just passed the kiosk DO NOT TAKE THE NEXT
STREET ON YOUR RIGHT, if you do, then it won't be easy to get back here.
In fact it will be a bit of a nightmare! So try to cheat and drive backwards
instead. All right, you don't like doing this kind of things? Then turn 180°
around the isle on your left to go back down the way you came. Turn 180°
again at the first roundabout you see and start from the beginning
repeating the steps above.

After parking go to the office at the entrance with the ticket you picked up
when you entered and tell them you want a ticket for one week "TARIFA
SEMANAL CONGRESO" or a week-end ticket "BONO FIN DE SEMANA" if you
are arriving around 3pm on Fridays and leaving before midnight on
Sunday. These tickets cost 37 Euros per week and 25 Euros per week-end
and they are the cheapest deal in town even if you only stay for 3 days.

If you plan to park here please do not attempt to get to Granada B&B
Homestay by car. You will get lost and unnecessarily stressed to find the
way back to the car park. .



From the car Park go up Santa Barbara Street, climb up the stairs and you
will arrive at a little square. Turn left on Avenida Constituciéon, you will
pass a branch of DOMINO’S PIZZA. Note there are a couple of shops
between the front door numbered 9 and our front door at number 11 which
is just before a shoe-shop. Only buildings have numbers. Shops and
restaurants do not. Don't be surprised then if number 11 is not right after
number 9 or before number 13 as the shops in between do not have
numbers.

When you get here look for the bell on the building's front door labeled
"4D" (that means 4th floor, door D) Ring the bell so that we can open the
front door for you. Take the elevator and go up to the 4th floor. Our door
displays a blue and white B&B sign. -Note we don't have any sign outside
in the street

OPTION 2) Directions to get to the nearest car park
(convenient for a 2 day stay but expensive for longer
stays):

When you pass the NH Hotel Granada keep going up towards Avenida
Constitucion. Ignore the "V" shaped fork from which a narrow street on
the right goes to the old centre. Ignore above all the underground tunnel
which you will see in the middle of the street as it would take you out of
the centre. So, stay on your right leaving the tunnel or your left. You will
arrive at Avenida Constitucion. Turn right. Our place is 20 meters to the
right and you will be able to see our front door next to a Shoe-shop but
you cannot park at our front door so keep going 20 more meters and you
will see the entrance to the underground car park.

When you leave the car park note there are a couple of shops between the
front door numbered 9 and our front door at number 11 which is just
before a shoe-shop. Note that only buildings have numbers. Shops and
restaurants do not. Don't be surprised then if number 11 is not right after
number 9 or before number 13 as the shops in between do not have
numbers.

When you get here look for the bell on the building's front door labeled
"4D". 4 is because we are on the 4th floor and D because ours is the right
door (Derecha in Spanish) as you walk upstairs or as you leave the
elevator. Ring the bell so that we can open the front door downstairs for
you. Take the elevator and go up to the 4th floor. Our door displays a blue
and white B&B sign. Note that we don't have any sign outside in the street.
